Squad Selection Criterion – U15 & U19 

In order to be considered for selection to the Glasgow Satellite Squad, players must be competing in recommended open tournaments which include:

Evidence – Participation in Tournaments

Age Group Events

Open Events – East, West, Glasgow & North

Scottish National Junior Championships
Within these events a player needs to achieve a performance result or a win against a current Satellite or National Squad player. The definition of a “performance result” is where a player takes a Glasgow Satellite or National Junior Squad players to 3 sets or 2 very close ends. The performance aspect is where the player has been able to demonstrate both technically and physically his or her ability to compete with a higher level player.
Following selection players are expected to continue to compete in the above mentioned events.
Deselection Criterion – U15 & U19
Throughout the season players must compete in age group, open and national tournaments to stay within the squad. Sports Centre events and Glasgow Junior League would not be considered to be enough to keep a place within a performance squad.
Players are expected to play a minimum of two events in these tournaments.
Players who fail to compete in any of these events within a three month period can expect to be de-selected from the programme.

Similarly players who fail to attend squad for a continuous 4 week period without prior communication with the Head Coach can expect to be de-selected.
Re-selection Criterion – U15 & U19
Former squad players wishing to be re-selected into the programme would have to follow the same process as new squad players and achieve a win or performance result against a current Glasgow Satellite or National Junior Squad player to be considered for selection.
